Minimum Technical Requirements
Contractor will be required to provide a digital application for documenting hazardous area inspections which includes the following capabilities:
1) Home Tab – provides snapshot of the app to answer the most important questions relevant to HAEQ inspections.
2) Inspection Tab

3) Inspections Reports Tab – panels on this tab operate a tab-level date range and other filters, such as Protection Methods, Inspection Type, Module and Deck

4) Equipment Tab

5) Work Order Tab – shows all information related to work to be executed. 

6) Tasks Tab – This tab is used to let people know when they have specific work to complete. 

7) Asset Pages – extra detail is show when clicking links in tables or graphs. 

8) Random Sampling – a feature to generate a random sample of equipment to be inspected on a predefined maintenance plan.  

9) Tracking – admins to review random sample work orders to determine if 2nd and 3rd random sample is required. Editing capabilities of existing random sample work order to add 2nd and 3rd random sample to same work order. 

10) Analytics – inspection intervals of randomly chosen equipment stay the same in the analytics.
